Workforce Education Grants 
Summary of Key Points

✓ Not full-degree funding: Workforce grants help start programs or 
fill gaps (e.g., tuition/textbooks), not cover entire degrees.

✓ Case-by-Case: Assistance is provided based on available funds, 
demonstrated need, and alignment with program priorities.

✓ Student-driven requests: Funding is not automatic. Students must 
submit Quarterly Funding Request Form each quarter.

Meeting the eligibility criteria does not 
guarantee funding every quarter.
