ACCESIBLE VOTING UNITS

This accessible equipment is available in the Pierce 
County Election Center during normal business hours 18 
days prior to every election.  We encourage voters to plan 
their in-person visit early in that 18 day period to avoid 
the crowds or schedule an appointment to skip the lines.

Scheduled appointments are available for the Saturday 
and Monday prior to Election Day, as well as Election Day.

You will receive an email with a confirmation code. Let the 
drive-thru staff know you have a scheduled appointment 
and they will direct you to a voting unit.
