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Step 1: Apply to Tacoma Community College
If you have never attended Tacoma Community College, or it has been more than one year since you’ve attended, you must apply to Tacoma Community College. You can apply on our website at https://www.tacomacc.edu/costs-admission/admission-process/or apply in person at the Enrollment in building 7. 

Note: If at any time, you need technical help you can call the student helpline at 253.566.5176.

Step 2: To apply, you must be 18 years of age and properly submit all requirements to the application.

Due to your contact with vulnerable patients and/or infectious material from patients, you are at risk for exposing patients and being exposed to vaccine-preventable diseases. Maintenance of immunity is therefore an essential part of prevention for health care workers. It is important to recognize that most infectious diseases are contagious before a person is symptomatic. We highly recommend that you be vaccinated against infectious diseases.


[bookmark: _bookmark3]Nursing Assistant Certified Program Document Summary


Here are document requirements. Reminder, if you don’t follow these instructions, your application will not move forward:

· Your name must be visible on your medical documents.
· Must have official medical documents with the provider’s name or clinic name on it.
· Medical documents must show relevant vaccination or titer collection dates.
· For Hepatitis B, you must submit a Hepatitis B immunity titer with a reactive or positive result. If you don’t have that, you must submit the declination. Just submitting vaccinations will not meet the requirement.
· TB is mandatory. 
· You can submit exemptions for Influenza and Covid but we do not recommend it.
· You must use a wet signature (hand sign) on all exemption forms.

Tuberculosis (TB) - Screening
[bookmark: _Hlk173919830]Options:
· 2-step PPD Skin Test. To do this you must first complete a 1-step PPD skin test with the provider. You have the placement and then 48-72 hours later, you get the skin test read. If it is negative, then you obtain a second PPD skin test within 1-3 weeks. This is four total visits with the provider. 
· [bookmark: _Hlk173920068]Have lab work drawn by your provider for the tuberculosis (TB) blood QuantiFERON Gold test. This test must be negative.
· If you complete TB testing and have a new positive result or have a history of “positive” TB results, you must provide the following: 
• positive TB test and; 
• proof of chest x-ray within the past five years 
If your chest x-ray was over one year ago you will need an updated annual symptom check letter 




Hepatitis B Immunity
Do not submit your vaccine records! To meet this requirement, you must upload a positive Hepatitis B surface antibody titer test to show that you have immunity to Hepatitis B, or you have to submit a Hepatitis B Declination Waiver. 

NOTE: If you are not immune to Hepatitis B and submit a waiver, the NAC program recommends that you still talk to your provider about becoming immune. 

Influenza Vaccination (This is not required when applying for the summer program)
To meet this requirement, applicants must upload proof of vaccination for the current flu season. 

COVID-19 Vaccination
[bookmark: _Hlk173920588]Healthcare partners are requiring students to be fully vaccinated prior to participation in a clinical placement at their sites.
The most common are as follows:
· Original 2 dose series of Moderna or Pfizer vaccination or;
· Original 1 dose of Janssen.
· Or you are considered up to date with your COVID-19 vaccination if you have received the most recent dose recommended for you by CDC.
